			Did you know General Motors Technical Center was the inspiration for the newly opened McMichael Family Education Gallery?
 
The National Corvette Museum is celebrating the 67th anniversary of the dedication of the General Motors Technical Center which opened on May 16, 1956 in Warren, MI.  The General Motors Technical Center still breathes inspiration into the Corvette world.  From the first look into the new McMichael Family Education Gallery, you will notice an influence of General Motors history throughout.
 
"This state-of-the-art education gallery serves as a space to engage families, students and kids of all ages with standards-based STREAM education, group tours, school field trips and curriculum based learning opportunities," said Brian Baker, Director of Collections and Education for the NCM.
 
One special feature of the new education gallery is a space called Studio X.  When Bill Mitchell became the 2nd head of GM styling in 1959, he needed a way to step out of the shadow of the legendary Harley Earl.  Bill Mitchell found a small room in the basement of the General Motors Technical Center, a simple 15' x 42' cinder block with keys for only 1 sculptor, a designer, 1 studio engineer, and Bill Mitchell.  This small room which generated the XP-87 Stingray Racer Special began a series of private studios known as "Studio X" that continues to this day.  The Maco Shark, the Manta Ray and dozens more of the greatest Corvettes were born in these studios.  The spirit of this legendary studio is captured in a small garage within the new gallery.  It is used to inspire students of all ages, displaying design and engineering prototypes and serving as a small projection theater to share stories of innovation.
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			We found our new banner at the National Corvette Museum while we were attending the BASH in April.  We just happened to park the car by it.  The banner is always somewhere different and this time we just got lucky to find it by our car.

			Corvette E-Ray: What do you know or what would you like to know?
Every year Corvette enthusiasts gather at the National Corvette Museum in Bowling Green for the Michelin NCM Bash.  This is a unique annual event where attendees can learn everything new about the upcoming Corvette model year.  For people who want to stay up to date on all the Corvette news, this is a must attend event.
 
On January 17, 2023, at the Rockefeller Center in New York City, the new Corvette E-Ray was revealed for the first time live on the Today Show.  This date was chosen to commemorate the 1953 Corvette being unveiled at the GM Motorama in New York at the Waldorf Astoria.  It was quite a spectacle to see the E-Ray on the Rock Center Ice Rink.  From my perspective, it was a little disappointing that a commercial break was inserted in the middle of the fun.  And then I had questions!  The ice rink is one level below street level.  How did they get the car down there?  The rink isn’t that large.  Something could have gone terribly wrong!  I had more questions, but you get the idea.
 
How can I get answers to these questions?  I have been going to the Michelin NCM Bash every year since 2014 except for 2020 and 2021.  In 2019 a group of us saw the C8 Stingray in camo drive around the logo circle.  That was cool!  To prepare for the event this year, I studied the agenda and planned my trip.  I saw the following titled session on the agenda:  E-Ray on Ice @ Rockefeller Center NYC.  The speaker for the session was to be Cody Bulkley, a GM engineer.
 
The session was very informative.  Cody had several videos in the presentation including a PDR from the spinning E-Ray.  There is a video from the side of the rink by Corvette photographer Richard Prince.  The presentation includes the entire story of how the team prepared and practiced for the reveal on January 17, 2023.  The video of the session is about 40 minutes and is available on YouTube.  If you have the inclination and a streamer on your biggest screen, go to the YouTube channel and search for: ncm bash e-ray on ice
